Every town of any size in Palestine had a synagogue, a
sacred building where all pious Jews gathered on the Sabbath
day (Saturday) to recite prayers and to hear the scriptures read,
and explained by the local rabbi or teacher. Jesus was
probably invited by the local rabbi to address the people
because it seems to have been the custom of the time to invite
any stranger present to speak to the congregation (see Acts 13:
